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RACING RULES 
Česká Greyhound Dostihová Federace / Czech Greyhound Racing Federation
a member of the World Greyhound Racing Federation
I. Purpose
1.1.  The purpose of these Racing rules is to determine binding rules for greyhound races held by 
         the Czech greyhound racing federation in compliance with rules of racing organizations incorporated 
         in the World Greyhound Racing Federation.

II. Scope of validity
2.1.  These Racing rules and related regulations are obligatory for all participants of any races.
2.2.  All participants - owners, trainers, stewards, managers and other persons interested are obligated to 
        read the Racing rules and related regulations and to adhere to these rules and regulations.  
2.3.  It is essential to read the Racing rules and related regulations completely in spite of the fact that 
           some parts of the rules may not cocern some persons.  

III. Abbreviations, Terms, Definitions
3.1.  Abbreviations:

3.2.  Terms:
        - CGRF – association of greyhound owners with common interests – greyhound racing. 
         - Racing book-Licence: a document that certifies a particular greyhound to be capable of   
                                               racing. Results from training runs (licence and corrective) and results from 
                                               races and timed trails are recorded to this document.
         - Race protocols: race schore sheets
         - Book of races:   forms in which race records are kept                                                 
         - WGRF:  World Greyhound Racing Federation  

3.3.  Definitions:
          - Race organizer: the race organizers are greyhound owners joined in the organization called Czech
                                        greyhound racing federation. The greyhound owners permorm particular actions 
                                        necessary for the preparation of races. 
          -  Registered owners: greyhound owners fill in and sign a registration document in order to  register 
                                        their greyhounds for a particular racing season, the term „registered“ will be used 
                                        for such owners
          - Unregistered owners: are not registered in the prescribed way and they are not allowed to take part 
            in racing                     
          - Invited guest: a greyhound owner that is allowed to take part in CGRF races with his greyhound (even if such owner is not registered) CGRF send to such guest an invitation.          
          - Racing systems: stated in the racing rules of WGRF countries and in the FCI countries
          - Authorised deputy of a greyhound owner: a person that has been authorised to decide in any matters regarding a particular greyhound, authorisation of such person shall be in written form.   
           - DISQ: suspension from racing 

           - DIST: permanent (life-time) suspension from racing  
           - Event: a race, a training or any kind of meeting at the race track. 
           - External photographers accreditation: precedent approval of the CGRF presidency is obligatory for any audio-video records from the CGRF events

These RR stem from rules of racing organizations incroporated in, from CGRF regulations and from the animal welfare rules

IV. Procedure and conditions
5.1.  Basic conditions:
5.1.1. greyhound owner:
a)       In compliance with the appropriate law, the CGRF representatives must know owner of a particular 
          greyhound.
b)       A greyhound owner can be a person from the age of 18.
c)        Authorized deputy of the greyhound owners - a person that substitutes the greyhound owner in 
           decision making and such greyhound is in charge of this person. In such case it is necessary to 
           hand out a warrant from the greyhound owner, authenticated by a notary public, stating the scope 
           of the warrant, and a copy of the ID card of the greyhound.  

5.1.2. proof of ownership of a greyhound:
a)        A proper proof of ownership of a greyhound is an ID card (pedigree) of the greyhound where the 
           name of the owner is namely stated (not a bill of purchase or a deed of covenant).
       
5.1.3. ID card/pedigree:
a)        It is not obligatory to have a Czech ID card. 
b)        ID card can be issued in any country of the Continental Europe, UK, IE  or any other country, however the CGRF reserves the right to examine the origin of the ID and to reject any ID/Pedigree.
 
5.1.4. registration of greyhounds:
a)       Registration of greyhounds is a list of greyhounds that are approved to take part in races or to 
          prepare for races.   
b)       Registration of greyhounds is carried out at the beginning of the year prior to the following racing 
           season.  
c)       Greyhounds acquired within the Racing season may be registered in the course of the year.
d)       Registration document – see this website in the „Documents“ link 
e)       A copy of the ID card of the greyhound, authenticated by a notary public, must be enclosed to the 
           Registration document
f)        Any greyhound that has not been registered in the prescribed way is not allowed to take part in events (any runs), with the exception of unregistered greyhound owners that were approved as invited guests for a particular event.   
g)       Registered greyhounds are not allowed to take part in races that are not organised in compliance with greyhound wellfare defined in the below-mentioned article 5.7 in the rules of profesional racing organisations in the WGRF.  
      
5.1.5. organisational - operational rules::   
a)        Organisational:
            -  With the deadline for registrations to events (races, trials, schooling academy) the preparation 
               phase of the particular event is over. 
            - Preparation (production) of races is not only the duty of greyhound owners who have been 
              preparing races so far – each registered greyhound owner can perform the duties connected with 
              some of race attributes such as purchasing jackets for winners, cups, printing of vouchers or race 
              programs.
b)        Technical: 
           - Each participant of any event is obligated to handle/operate with any race track equipment with 
              care and to keep it clean and in order.
 c)        Operational:
             - Any owner of any starting greyhound is responsible for his/her company, invited relatives, friends 
               (Fan clubs). The greyhound owner warrants for behaving his/her Fan club in compliance with 
                these RR and related regulations (e.g. Racing propositions, Service regulations, staying in the 
               visitor´s  section, not entering the paddock, clubroom, offices etc.)
             - Any greyhound responsible owner can be fined up to 500 CzK or can be suspended from racing 
               for in case of breaching the abovementioned point 
             - Stewards are dressed according to the valid Dress Code of the CGRF, if not stated otherwise in 
               particular race propositions.
             - Any person, that breaks any rule, can ordered to leave the racing track area..   
d)      Propagational:
         - Greyhound owners in any organisational function is prohibited to wear his/herself in any dress with any logo that propagates any business company or organisation that has not any signed contract regarding propagation, partnership and does not support us in any way. Exceptions are logos or company names stated in race propositions.
5.1.6. name of a greyhound – improper name:
a)       Any name of any greyhound must not signify political or religious conotations, name of a famous 
          person, initials, numbers or other improper name.
b)       If such name conflicts with good manners, the CGRF management may order changing such name.

5.2.  Trainings:    
5.2.1.  General principles for trainings:
a)     Training runs are intended for greyhounds with a racing licence.
b)     Trainings are held in oder to prepare greyhounds for races. 
c)     The purpose of trainings is to keep fit and to verify the fitness of greyhounds. 
d)     A greyhound, that has not been registered properly in compliance with the rule 5.1.4. of the RR, 
        cannot take part in trainings
e)     A greyhound, that was indentified as a confirmed offender (disqualified for fighting), can take part only            
         in solo trainings - e.g. such greyhound cannot take part in runs with other greyhounds.
f)     Rules for racing are applied to trainings as well: e.g. no persons under 18 years of age are allowed  
        to take part in starting or catching procedure etc.

5.2.2.  Qualification trainings:
a)     If any greyhound stops racing in the course of the racing season, from any reason, the RM may, prior 
         to the next racing, to order: 
       -  with a pause longer than 1 calendar month - one obligatory solo run 
        -  with a pause longer than 2 calendar months - one solo run and one duo run
        -  with a pause longer than 3 calendar months - one solo,one duo and one trio run
        -  with a pause longer than 4 calendar months - two solo, two duo and one trio run
        -  with a pause longer than 2 calendar months - two solo, two duo and two trio runs
b)     If the weight recorder in the previous race differs from the actual weight more than two kilograms, the 
        RM  may decide to forbid racing of such greyhound and must run at least one training run prior to next 
        race.
c)    any greyhound of any guest, invited for races, must pass at least one training run prior to a race.

5.3.  Schooling trial - Schooling Academy:     
        Prepartory runs for greyhounds younger than 15 months or for unexperienced greyhounds.   
        Controlled by a Schooling Tutor, schooling trials take place after training runs of racing greyhounds or in  a separated term. A greyhound tests the track gradually in parts and then as a whole.

5.4.  Solo runs:
         Solo runs are intended for greyhounds that:
         - cannot race because of disqualification
         - are not eligible for racing because of their senior age but can maintain condition at shorter distances
         - have never raced at CGDF races but the owner of such greyhounds take part in racing with other 
            greyhounds there             
         - cannot race because of their health status but can maintain condition in shorter distances
               
5.5   Licence exams:       
a)     A greyhound at the age of 15months is qualified to pass licence exams. 
b)     Written registrations can be handed over to email cgdf@cgdf.cz 

5.6  Licence exam conditions:           
a)     A greyhound must pass one solo, one duo and one trio run.
b)     The examination comittee must approve that the greyhound pursuits the bait, does not run back to the 
        start,does not intentionally come across or attack other races. 
c)     The examination comittee must consist of at least three members and the conclusion of this comittee is final.
d)     Classification according to the running style of the greyhound is carried out in the course of the licence 
        exams.

5.4.  Racing book - Licence:
a)     A greyhound owner / trainer sends the Racing book – Licence form filled in person, and encloses digital pictures of the greyhound (left, right view, fron view - head). 
b)     The Racing book -Licence is issued by the Licence registrator - the Secretary general of the CGRF. 
c)     The validity of such document is confirmed by the signature of the president of the CGRF.
d)     It is strictly prohibited to make any records, modifications or deletions in the Racing book - Licence
e)     The Racing book -Licence is to confirm that the greyhound has been qualifieds for racing.
f)      Results of test runs (licence and correctional), results of races and also achieved titles.
  
5.5.  Authorised persons for registering the race / training results
a)     Only the CGRF Racing manager may register or approve the results of races, trainings or 
        exhibitions to participants of the CGRF events, namely from official CGRF documents.
b)     Any testification of results of races / trainings, held by our organization, to any unauthorized documents and by other unauthorized persons can be considered to be the abuse of confidence and authority, illegal  action, unauthorized interference to rights of the CGRF and also parasiting on the CGRF activites. These matters are described in the proper criminal law.  


5.6.  Basic conditions for holding races or trials
 a)     Racing licences issued by other organizations that are not members of the WGRF (e.g. licences issued by IGB, GBGB, SHCF etc.) are not valid for the purposes of the CGRF races. The CGRF reserves the right to reject any licence if the there would be any doubts about the validity of such licence.  
b)      Races are held in compliance with protecting elements according to the rules of professional organisations in the WGRF.   


5.7.  Basic conditions of greyhound welfare:

5.7.1. Greyhound welfare – racing – type of the racing track 
          In order to protect greyhounds health when running it is essential to:
a)       The race track body shall be made of sand layers and dreinage system.                      
b)        The track bends shall be tilted.   

5.7.2. Greyhound welfare – after the racing – number of runs per day and the minimum pause between  two runs

a)        Any Greyhound is not allowed to run more than one run per one day.
b)        If a racing event takes more than one day (more than one round), the minimum pause between two runs shall be:
           - Sprint (300m) & Classic distance (525 m) – one day of rest ( i.e.24 hours break) 
           - Long distance (740 m) – two days of rest (i.e. 48 hours break)
5.7.3. Greyhound welfare - performance - classification according to the running style
a)        In order to prevent useless crossing when running and following collisions and injuries are greyhounds examined according to the particular running style and whether the greyhound pursits the bait.
b)        If a greyhound pursuits the bait: 
           - near the inner barrier (inside) - I 
           - in the middle of the track (middle) - M  
           - near the outside barrier (wide) - W 
c)       Classification of greyhounds is carried out by a CGRF comittee in the course of Licence exams. 
          The comittee votes for the results, the TM makes the final decision.
d)       If a greyhound changes the style of pursuit in the course of time, the greyhound owner may apply for  changing the classification or the RM can order new examination himself.
5.7.4. Starting position draw with respect to the greyhound classification – determination 
            of a starting number
a)        The starting number for a particular race is drawn with respect to the classification (running style of a           greyhound) 
b)        Greyhounds classified as
           W – are determined to boxes no. 5 and 6
           M  - are determined to boxes no. 3 and 4
           I    - are determined to boxes no. 1 and 2
c)       If there is only one greyhound with the „W“ classification, the greyhound is automatically determined to  start from the box no. 6, if there are two or more such greyhounds, the starting positions are drawn from 
          the no. 6 downwardly. 
d)       If all „W“ boxes are occupied, next starting positions in the „M“ clasification are assigned by drawing or ‚   determining.
e)       For „I“ greyhounds the boxes are drawn or determined from the box no. 1 upwardly.
f)        If the number od starting greyhounds is lower than the number of boxes, the order is stated 
          subsequently:
          - if there are 5 greyhounds, the starting box no. 4 remains empty
          - if there are 4 greyhounds, the starting boxes no. 2 and 5 remain empty
          - if there are 3 greyhounds, the starting boxes no. 1, 3 and 5 remain empty
          - if there are 2 greyhounds, the starting boxes no. 1, 3, 5 and 6 remain empty.

5.7.5. Age of greyhound 
a)       A greyhound younger than15 calendar months is not responsible for races      
b)       A greyhound not older than 18 months can race up to the sprint 300 m distances
c)       A greyhound younger than 24 months is not responsible for races at the 740 m distance
d)       A greyhound at the age from 5th to 7th year of age (inclusive) is considered to be a veteran
e)       Veteran races are held only for the 300 m distance
f)        A Greyhound ends the racing career at the age of 7.
g)       A greyhound can race even at the age of 8 if the greyhound owner documents a veterinary confirmation of good state of health. 
h)       Age of a greyhound counts from the first day of the month in which the greyhound was born (i.e. The 
          whole month is counted).
i)        A Greyhound is considered to be a puppy up to 24 months.  
j)        Age classification cannot be changed in the course of one particular event that lasts several days 
          (e.g. Czech Derby) 
          The decisive factor is the age on the first day of such event.  
 
5.7.6. Qualification of a greyhound for races
           A greyhound cannot be registered to races if the greyhound:
 a)       does not have the CGRF Racing book-Licence, that is a member of the WGRF (IGB, etc.)
 b)       was disqualified in previous races for attacking and was unable to qualify again
 c)       was not vaccinated in compliance with the veterinary regulations
 d)       did no take part in the prescribed take over prior to start (veterinary and racing take over)
 e)       did not passed either veterinary or racing take over
 f)        is impossible to identify 
 g)       is a bitch that is pregnant or the bitch ruts. At least three months from the childbirth must pass before a  bitch can race again
 h)       or the owner or authorised deputy is involved in breaking any of the RR  and was suspended from 
           racing. 

5.7.7.  Equipment for greyhounds
a)        The basic equipment for any greyhound that takes part in races is composed of a cloth with the starting   number and a muzzle 
 b)        Obligatory colors of cloths are:
            - red cloth, white no. 1
            - blue cloth, white no. 2
            - white cloth, black no. 3  
            - red cloth, white no. 4
            - yellow/orange cloth, black no. 5
            - white cloth with black stripes, red no. 6
 c)       All that are approved by the WGRF official organizations can be used.
 d)       Basic division of  muzzles:  kennel and racing. 
 e)       Blinkers, bandages and tighting collars are not allowed.    

5.7.8.  Paddock (former Racing kennel)
                    - greyhounds (after the inspection) have rest in Paddock (former Racing kennel)
                    - the Paddock area is closed in designated time and it is opened only by the time when 
                      steward-handlers come there to take greyhounds to the starting area prior to next race.
                    - Only steward-handlers, involved in next race, cannot be accompanied by any other persons when entering the Paddock area (also the training area of the paddock).
 
5.8.    Terms – racing calendar 
 a)         The racing calendar is the basic plan of activities of CGRF members. 
 b)         The concept of the racing calendar is  tabulated by the secretary general and the RM. If the members agree with the concept, it is approved on the CGRF Meeting as valid for the next racing season.

5.9.    Racing propositions 
 a)       Racing propositions describe the Racing calendar terms in detail. 
 b)       Details and instructions for greyhound owners and ther Fan clubs are stated for a particular day 
           deadlines, time for inspection etc.
c)        The Racing manager has the right to determine: 
            - whether greyhounds will run separatelly according to the sex or mixed.
            - whether greyhounds wll be divided into cathegories according to the age or weight
            - the proceduree at multi-day races
 
5.10.   Registrations to races
a)         Registrations to races shall be sent to the well known connection - SMS or e-mail - 
            registration form is not required, however necessary information must be stated, especially the 
            running distance.     
b)         Invited guests shall always fill in the valid registration form.   
c)         By sending the registration the greyhound owner bounds to adhere to these RR and relating 
            regulations.
d)         Any registered owner, who suggests a guest to the races, shall inform the guest on standards and  
            usual procedures stated in the „Documents“ link, but also on matters not mentioned in the 
            Documents.            
e)        Invitations to suggested guests – non-members (not registered) to races shall be sent electronically 
            from the valid CGRF e-mail address. 
f)         If a greyhound owner does not come to a race, although the owner was registered, the starting fee 
            will be claimed or prosecuted.

          
5.11.   Cancelling a registration to a particular race 
a)        Each greyhound owner, that has registered to a race, can cancel such registration in case of health 
           difficulties of the greyhound.
b)        The owner shall immediatelly send to the known address a veterinary certificate of not being able to 
           race. If a greyhound owner does not send such certificate or delays sending it, the fee shall be 
           claimed or prosecuted.
c)        Cancelling a registration shall be send to the same connection immediately when the greyhound 
           owner gets to know that it is impossible to take part in the particular race.  


5.12.   Greyhound being ill or injured
a)        If a greyhound falls ill or gets injured during or shortly after a race / trial, it is essential to announce 
           immediately (!) such difficulty to the Racing manager and to make a record to a proper form.
b)        If a greyhound falls ill/sick the owner shall contact the veterinary surgeon immediately and demand a 
           record to a proper form.
c)       If any greyhound owner does not comply with the above mentioned rules, there is no illness/injury 
           of any greyhound during a race or training and any person that make public any unofficial 
          information on illness/injury can be: fined, suspended from racing or even sued for defamation.
d)      If a greyhound fall ill/sick immediatelly after any race or training and there was no evident marks 
          of such illness/sickness the greyhound owner shall send written notice on such fact, to CGRF 
         address, without any delay, the same day.  
5.13.   Notice of greyhound competing at another race track 
           Any registered owner who intends to race at a another race track shall send an application, to the 
           CGRF office, containing following information:
            - the name of the greyhound
            - the name of the owner / trainer accompanying the greyhound
            - the name of the race track and the name of the race
            - the prize money range
            - the address of the kennel to be occupied and the arrival date
            The CGRF shall send written opinion on the matter, both to the greyhound owner and to the 
             intended race track operator, and state whether the CGRF agrees or disagrees with the application.
         
                
VI. Races / training - the procedure

6.1.     Basic conditions
a)        Unauthorized persons, i.e. persons that do not perform any work there, are not allowed to 
           enter particular workplaces even if they are CGRF members ore registered owners -  
           especially in the areas of the telemetric tower, the camera jury tower, the inspection office, 
           the starting area, the decoring area etc.
b)        Any participant, that notices such misbehavior, shall warn any individual involved in 
            breaching the RR.
c)        Each participant is obliged to follow the instructions given by the RM or race moderator. 
d)        It is not allowed to solve matters that are not related imminently with race operation  
            (especially such matters that fall within the Secretary general of the CGRF, President of the 
            CGRF or the Main Jury) with the RM (who is the supreme representative of the CGRF at the 
            race track)    
e)        It is not allowed to discuss any matters related to race operation except the place and time 
            determined for such discussion, especially in laic public.
6.2.     Race and training Stewards
a)        Execution of duties esential to the course of a CGRF race or training  is done by the race / training
            participants. 
 b)        Each racing function is defined as a set of operations / works - competences.
 c)        If any function/duty cannot be done by internal person, greyhound owners of the starting racers may 
            supply external qualified persons and such persons may get financial compensation. 
            (e.g. time-keeper, video-judge etc.)
 d)        Persons who do not own any greyhound but administer any function related to race operation may 
            get flat financial compensations for their costs.
 e)        Stewards may administer their race duties within their competences, keep their work places and 
             equipment clean and in good condition.
f)         Na jednotlivá pracoviště funkcionářů dostihů nesmí vstupovat osoby, které zde nemají výkon práce,
           (Např. ani vodič zajíce nesmí narušovat prostor určený pro výkon práce časoměřiče, apod.).  

g)        Funkcionáři dostihů a tréninků dbají, aby do prostor vyhrazených k jejich výkonu práce 
           nevstupovaly nepovolané osoby, jinak se vystavují nebezpečí uplatnění disciplinárního opatření.   
                    
h)         Steward racing team:     
 6.2.1.  Racing manager (the supreme representative of greyhound owners at the race track)
 6.2.2.  Paddock manager 
 6.2.2.  Racing Secretary (identification official, office, kasse)
 6.2.3.  Starter
 6.2.4.  Hare driver 
 6.2.5.  Timekeeper
 6.2.6.  Main judge 
 6.2.7.  Camera judge/Track judge 
 6.2.8.  Groundskeepers 
 6.2.9.  Parader 
 6.2.10.  Handler 
 6.2.11.  Catcher 
 6.2.12.  Catching pen steward
 6.2.13.  Welfare oficer 
 6.2.14.  Security officer  
 6.2.15. Veterinary surgeon – veterinary inspection – controlling body appointed in accordance with the 
             czech laws
 
i)        All greyhound owners perform duties related to the preparation of a race (clean-up, preparation of the audience and decoring area, preparation of the sound system etc.)
j)        All greyhound owners perform duties related to finishing a race – clean-up, deinstalation of the equipment, paddock clean-up etc. 
              
6.3.     Take over / Inspection of a greyhound
6.3.1.   The inspection takes place in a given time period that is stated in the Racing propositions. It is 
            performed in a determined place, usually at the Inspection – registration office.
6.3.2.   Procedure:
             a)  Cashbox – payment of fees according to the valid CGRF Tariff of fees
             b)  Racing inspection – Race books – Licences must be submitted, identification, weighting, etc.
             c)  Veterinary inspection – Proof of vaccination must be submitted, veterinary check-up of a 
                                                       greyhound.
            d)  Training inspection – not performed 
6.3.3.   Any greyhound that is to take part in any race must be checked by the veterinary surgeon.
6.3.4.   The veterinary inspection is performed in compliance with the Animal protection law.
            No injured or ill animal can také part in racing.    
6.3.5.   The greyhound owner is obliged to report any facts that could cause obstruction in running.
6.3.6.   If the veterinary surgeon disallows a greyhound to run, such decision is final and the greyhound 
             owner shall accept such decision.
6.3.7.   Jakékoli další případné zdravotní vyšetření chrta (vyjma vstupních poplatků za veterinární kontrolu) 
            bude veterinář účtovat majiteli chrta a provedené ošetření vždy musí být evidováno v příslušném 
            formuláři. 


6.3.8.   The veterinary inspection and supervision fee is covered according to the contract but any further 
             proceeding examination of a greyhound (such examination must always be filed) is billed to the 
             greyhound owner. If a greyhound owner does not use the possibility of the veterinary treatment 
             during a race or immediately after the race, the greyhound owner cannot claim that any injury 
             occured.   
             Any person that make public any unofficial information that have not been recorded by the 
             veterinary surgeon can be: fined, suspended from racing or even sued for defamation.
             a) The veterinary surgeon has the right to perform another check-up at the starting boxes
             b) The veterinary surgeon has the right to perform another check-up after the race

6.3.9.   A greyhound owner, whose greyhound was not allowed to race during an inspection(veterinary or 
             racing)  cannot demand any refundation of the starting fee.

6.3.10. The procedure of the Take over office:
             a) Persons under the age of 18 cannot come to the take over
             b) Unauthorized persons are not allowed to enter the take over office (and also in front of the offce). 
             Authorized persons are allowed to enter the office only for the needful period. 
             c) Only authorized persons – the cashier, RS, RM are allowed to enter behind the office counter.
             d) Unauthorised persons are not allowed to enter the veterinary inspection room.  
6.3.11.  After finishing the inspection it is possible to enter the cash desk room in order to pay protest fee. 6.3.12.  If the cash desk office is closed it is possible to pay the protest fee to the RM
    
6.4.    Races qualification 
6.4.1. A greyhound cannot take part in races if:
           a)  the greyhound did not pass the given veterinary or racing check-up
           b)  the greyhound owner did not pay the fees 
           c)  the greyhound cannot be identified 
           d)  the greyhound did not run any race or trial within 28 days prior to the given race
           e)  the greyhound has been disqualified for intentional attacking and the disqualification still persists 
                or  the greyhound has been disqualified as a confirmed/notorious offender
           f)  the greyhound does not fulfill other specific requirements given for a particular race
           g)  anyone administers a doping medicine, chemical or substance  
           h)  the greyhound owner breached any of these rules

6.5.    Audience 
a)        Visitors are allowed to stay in the tribune and visitors tent area. Visitors are not allowed to enter other  areas. 
 b)        It is not allowed to stay in any place near the track fence, not even for taking pictures.
 c)        It is not allowed to put drinks, meals on the track fence or to nebo se přes něj naklánět.   
 d)        It is forbidden to leave children without supervision, let them run wherever they want, to enter the 
            paddock, join the parade of stewards – handlers by leaving the paddock, to run to the decoration area etc.  
 e)        It is not allowed to entry the race track area with other dogs or animals than greyhounds that are 
            enrolled for a race or a training.       
 f)         Any member of the CGRF, any registed owner or any host greyhound owner is obliged to alert any 
            breach of the  above mentioned rules.  
           Any breach of these rules can be: fined, such person suspended from racing.
    
6.6.     Greyhound owners
 a)       Greyhound owners perform particular actions necessary for racing preparations. 
 b)       Certain group of actions / duties are defined by particular functions and such functions are defined in 
            the way of competences for a particular function.               
 c)       Greyhound owners who want to become the audience, after finishing their duties, must use paddocks for their greyhounds and they must strictly adhere to all rules for audience. 

6.7.    Race Meeting 
a)       takes place in the proper place, usually in the inspetion office, before the racing
b)       Matters regarding the actual racing event can be discussed there.
c)       Any registered owner or steward can take part in the meeting and ask questions or propose any 
           variations with respect to RM competences.
d)       Race Secretary announces results of the racing and veterinary inspection. The Race Manager deals 
           with changes of runs or program agenda if any change is necesary.  
          All incidents are recorded to the book of races.  Stewards confirm that they checked the entrusted 
           equipment. 
e)       Any greyhound owner can take part in the meeting and propose variations or suggestions
f)       The Race manager may decide to cancel any race due to bad weather.

6.8.     Paddock
a)        No other persons than RM, Starter and Handler, of a particular run (on more than 1 person for one  
            greyhound) are allowed to entry the paddock when the „parademarsh“ is taking place. 
b)        It is not allowed to entry any empty boxes in the paddock during the racing preparation procedure.         
d)        Handlers suit the starting equipment, including a muzzle, to greyhounds.
e)        Handlers or catchers  shall not be persons under 18 years of age. 

6.9.    Parademarsh
a)       Stewards-handlers follow the Starter from the no. 1 to no. 6 in a row.
 b)       Greyhounds showed to the audience in the decoring area - follow orders of the moderator.
 c)       After the presentation the Starter leads the greyhounds to the starting area and the stewards follow him in a row according to their starting numbers.
 d)       Only the above-mentioned stewards and designated photographers and cameramen are allowed to 
           entry the starting area.       

6.10.    Startovní oblast
a)       Handlers are forbidden to encourage greyhounds for better performance not even orally. („catch it!“ 
           etc.)
 b)       A Starter gets the permisssion to put a greyhound to a starting box and then the Starter has to step 
           three steps back from the starting box.
 c)       Handlers are not allowed to take any greyhound out of the starting boxes without the permission of the   Starter.
 d)       Handlers stay in their place after taking greyhounds to the starting boxes, they are not allowed to the 
           area in front of the boxes.
d)        Handlers shall remain in their place and are not allowed to enter the area in front of the boxes. 
            
6.11.    Racing Jury
 a)       To provide maximum regularity of races an authorized CGRF deputy names members of the Racing 
             Jury: 
 
           - Main judge – is on the place during all runs, controls the regularity of races and states 
                                   disqualifications.  The Main jury announces the final result of a race.
           - Timekeeper – determines the order of racers in the finish from the timing / recording machine. 
             The timekeeper works out the Race protocol with the results of particular runs after finishing a race. 
             The timekeeper confirmes the results validity together with the Main judge.
          -  Track judge – announce any irregularities by raising a red flag to the Main judge. Such judge may be  complemented or completely replaced by electronici track cameras
          -  Camera-judge – monitors all runs on particular monitors and provides records of each camera.
              The Camera-judge shows these records to the Main jury prior to the final decision.
 b)          The Racing Jury pays attention to the regularity of the Jury executives. 

6.12.    Determination of race results 
a)       The timekeeper determines the final order of races, i.e. determining the final positions of noses of 
            particular greyhounds in the finish line. The timekeeper hands over the results to the Main jury.
b)        A winner is a greyhound that first reached the finish line with the nose and passed the whole race with  the compulsory equipment.
c)       The main jury states results of runs and decides of protests, disqualifications.  
d)        The decision of the Racing Jury is final and boundary.
e)        Ignoring of this rule is considered as unsporty behavior and it may consequence in suspension from 
            races.
f)         RM may stop official results announcement till all antidoping check results are known.
6.13.    Annulation
 6.13.1. The Racing Jury may decide to annulate a race under these conditions: 
   
           a)  if there is a mechanical or other malfunction on the hare, starting boxes or if any outer breach of 
                races occurs
           b)  if any greyhounds attacks another and other greyhounds fail to pursue the hare as a consequence of such situation
           c   If greyhounds stop pursuing the hare from any other reason    
 6.13.1. If there is a hare failure, the hare stops in the second half of the running distance and the running greyhounds continue in running to the finish, such race shall not be annulated.     
 

6.14. Announcement of results of a race terminated ahead of schedule
a)      The Racing Jury decides of protests, disqualifications and suspensions. 
b)      The Racing Jury decisions are final and boundary in all cases.
 
6.15.  Attacking 
 6.15.1.  Contact of greyhounds bodies is not considered as attacking if greyhounds still focus on pursuiting 
              the hare.
 6.15.2.  Attacking is considered as:
              a) intentional collisions with one or more greyhounds during a race
              b) intentional preventing in running of other greyhound
              c) turning one´s head to other greyhound

6.16.  Suspending from racing - warning off - "DIST"
 a)        If any greyhound owner / steward will behave misconductly, breach valid rules, rules of animal welfare,  behave against good manners will be suspended from a race.
             A racing greyhound can be disqualified from a race if his steward encourages the greyhound in any 
             way (e.g. „Catch it!“, „Kittie!“, „Johny – go for it!“ etc.)
             a greyhound of such owner will not be enlisted in the final results even if such greyhound would be 
             first in finish. A note: "DIST" will be added to the Racing book – Licence of such greyhound.
 b)         Any greyhound can be get a "DIST" for doping or if the greyhound owner refuses to let the greyhound blood tested, or if the greyhound owner does not pay thr prescribed fees, or conceals the fact that a bitch is in season or if a greyhound runs out.
 c)        Any person that hands in ID documents that belong to another greyhoudn shall be warned off. 
d)        If any person breaches any rule of these Racing Rules of itnerconnected rules, the DIST shall be imposed. 
d)        Disciplinary proceedings shall be taken place in order to decide whether the DIST regards only the 
            greyhound or the owner. It als shall decide whether DIST shall be imposed for one race or loger period  or permanently.

6.17.   Disqualification - DISQ
a)         If a racing greyhound is marked as the inflictor of fighting, the greyhound shall be suspended, i.e. 
             disqualified.A note DISQ will be added to the Racing book – Licence of such greyhound.
             No disqualified greyhound is allowed to take part in other races unless the greyhound succeeds in 
             passing corretional trial.
b)         Any greyhound can be disqualified for taking part in two races within one day or started from other than the determined starting box.
c)         DSQ can be applied also in the case that the greyhound owner nominates an unqualified person as 
             an steward-handler or steward-catcher.
d)         DSQ can be applied if a greyhound owner does not meet basic vaccination conditions or neglects 
             health/veterinary care of a greyhound – e.g. neglects deworming etc.
e)         DSQ může být uděleno i v případě, jestliže chrt svévolně nedoběhne dostih.
f)         Any person that uses a mobile communication device, e.g.  cell phones or radio, can be disqualified             
           - DISQ.
g)        If any person breaches any rule of these Racing Rules of itnerconnected rules, the DISQ shall be imposed.
h)        Disciplinary proceedings shall be taken place in order to decide whether the DSQ regards only the 
            greyhound or the owner.
i)         It also shall decide whether DSQ shall be imposed for one race or loger period 
            or permanently.
j)         After the third disqualification, a permanent DIST shall be imposed.  
    
6.18.  Correctional trial 
 6.18.1. A correctional run is a clear run of a disqualified greyhound with other two greyhounds 
 6.18.2. A greyhound owner, whose greyhound has been disqualified, arranges other two greyhounds, 
             approximately of the same racing performance,  for a correctional trial by him/herself.
 6.18.3. Conditions:
             a) 1st disqualification – a greyhound may not enter a race unless the greyhound runs one test trial 
                  with two greyhounds            
             b) 2nd disqualification – a greyhound may not enter a race unless the greyhound takes a 30-day 
                 pause and then the greyhounds runs two test trials with other two greyhounds. 
             c) 3rd disqualification – permanent end of racing - DIST.
 
6.19.  Interference of interest 
a)       Either the Jury or the Hare Driver must not perform his/her function during runs that a greyhound of 
           his/her possesion or in the possesion of a related person (e.g. husband/wife, partner, children,   
           sibling, daughter-in-law, parents etc.)  
 b)       In situations, which cannot be solved in a different way, an authorized CGRF deputy may make an 
           exception to such rule.

6.20.  Decoring 
a)        Decoring of greyhounds is performed in number of 1 - 6 or 1 -3.  
b)        An authorized representative of a particular  greyhound may leave the decoring area at the bidding       
           of the moderator.

6.21.  Financial prizes
 a)        If a CGRF sponsor promises to send finances for prize money, the CGRF can, according to its 
            propositions pay off the financial prizes:
             - Prize money (financial prizes in racing events)
             - financial grant of the Golden Greyhound contest
 b)        The organizer of the above-mentioned events and contest reserves the absolute right to decide in  
           all matters regarding the organisation of events and the contest, including interruption, termination of 
           events/contest or updating the rules. There cannot be any legal claims on any prize and prizes cannot  be transferred to another person.

6.22.  Doping / Antidoping tests 
a)        All kinds of doping are strictly prohibited, i.e. administering a chemical, substance or medicine that 
           can influence the performance of a greyhound.
b)       Any authorized CGRF representative may order to perform an antidoping test in accordance with 
           the Antidoping rules.
c)        The Manager may order, with the help of the veterinary supervisor, another veterinary check-up of a 
             particular greyhound just before the start or after the race.
 
6.23.  Protesty
Protest
 a)       Protests can be entered to the Main Jury, after paying the protest bail security worth of the prescribed amount.
 b)       The decision of the Jury concerning a given appeal is definitive after examining briefly a given protest. 
 c)       If a protest is refused, the bail security forfeits on behalf of the CGRF. 
 d)       If it is to the contrary the bail security is returned to the person who claimed the protest.
 e)       Protests concering other matters that are not in the jurisdiction of the Racing Jury must 
           be claimed to the Racing Manager and such protest must be recorded in the Book of Racing.
a)       Protesty jsou uplatňovány u Hlavního rozhodčího, a to po složení kauce ve stanovené výši.
f)        Protests and complains can be entered at the particular race, it is not allowed to enter protests or complains later.
          
6.24.  Release of Racing document
            Racing documents (Racing books, Licences) are redistributed at the end of the racin day.

6.25.  Suspension from racing and training
 1. All participants of CGRF events must:
             a)  keep to the  "greyhound welfare codex" and observe the Animal protecting laws 
             b)  behave properly; avoid improper behavior to other persons especially verbal or physical attacks 
                  against other persons etc. 
            c)  adhere to all rules and regulations of these Racing Rules and other related rules

2.  All participants of CGRF events must NOT:
             a)  derogate the reputation of greyhound racing sport either by acts or by statements.
                  To derogate the reputation of the greyhound racing sport means:
                   - comments on jury decisions or operation of any racing/training steward (If there is a reason to  
                      comment any act, one shall claim an appeal)                 
                   - also breeding of disqualified greyhound (DISQ) or breeding of a confirmed offender/fighter 
                     (DIST) is considered as derogating the reputation 
             b)  get drunk at the race track
             c)  propagate inner confidential matters regarding CGRF, particular members or registered 
                  greyhound owners or guests, 
             d)  comment insensitively performance of greyhound owned by other registered owners or invited 
                  guests 
             e)  comment negatively activities of other WGRF members
 3. If it be to the contrary such persons may entered in disciplinary proceedings and disciplinary measuremetns may be imposed. 

6.26.    Disciplinární řízení a disciplinární opatření 
ˇ            Disciplinární řízení posuzuje každé porušení kteréhokoli z pravidel tohoto DŘ a pravidel 
             souvisejících, posuzuje každý případ individuálně dle okolností toho kterého případu. 
             Disciplinární řízení rozhoduje o tom, zdali se vyloučení z dostihového provozu týká majitele 
             nebo chrta. 
             Disciplinární řízení rozhoduje o tom, zdali vyloučení z dostihového provozu je uděleno po dobu
             jednoho dostihu, či na delší dobu nebo celoživotně.
             Disciplinární řízení rozhoduje o tom, jaká budou udělena disciplinární opatření.
             Disciplinárním opatřením je vyloučení z dostihového provozu, finanční pokuta až do výše
             10.000,- Kč, nebo kombinace opatření. 
             Disciplinární komise je tvořena osobami, které jsou členy statutárních orgánů ČGDF.
             
6.27.    Responsibilites
a)         The race organizer or particular persons, that represent the organizer, are (in no case) not 
              responsible for possible accidents or injuries that may occur during any racing.
b)         The race organizer is not responsible for cancelling any racing due to bad weather conditions and 
             thus the participants of such cancelled race cannot demand refunding of any costs related to the  
            race. 
 c)         Every greyhound owner is responsible for his/her greyhound. (The greyhounds condition, preparation   for race, welfare and care after the race, etc.

6.28.  Conclusive clause
a)        Each participation on CGRF races is subject to :
            - these Racing rules and to related regulations
            - possible substantiated directives that may be stated by the race organizer.
 b)       In tangible cases the presidium of CGRF may change, edit, or omit any element of these rules either 
           temporarily or permanently. 
 c)        Modified version will be published immediately.
d)        Všichni registrovaní majitelé chrtů mají povinnost neprodleně písemně upozornit na to, jestliže by
           dostihový řád či související pravidla nebyla na webových stránkách ČGDF přístupná, či by došlo
           k nepřesnosti či nejasnosti v některém z jejich ustanovení, nebo by shledal, že je nutno některá 
           pravidla či jejich části aktualizovat.   

e)        Všichni registrovaní majitelé chrtů mají povinnost neprodleně písemně upozornit na to, jestliže
           by se ve výsledcích dostihů zveřejňovaných na webových stránkách, dopustil webmaster 
           nepřesnosti či pochybení, a to neprodleně, jakmile případné pochybení zjistí.   

6.29.  Validity of the Racing rules 
   These RR of the Czech greyhound racing federation is in corellation with the Animal welfare law, has been approved by the State veterinary administration and the CGRF presidency after negotiating the rules at the CGRF General meeting and has been obligatory since its publishing.
